
Die Golden Gate Zecher is pleased to wel-

come Rich Cress back to California from 

Minnesota as presenter at our February 12 

meeting at Steve and Nancy Morrisô home in 

Foster City.  Rich comes to us from the 

ñUpper Midwest Steinologistsò chapter to 

speak on the topic of Mettlach plaques.   

 The Villeroy & Boch Mettlach fac-

tory, located on the Saar River in western 

Germany close to 

the borders of Lux-

embourg and France, 

is housed on the 

grounds of a former 

Benedictine Abbey 

dating to the 10th 

century. The factory 

was founded on this 

site in 1809.   

 Mettlach plaques were manufac-

tured in many different motifs such as Ger-

manic sagas, scenes of peasant and student 

life, and city and town scenes.  Less fre-

quently found are religious and mythological 

representations.  Around the year 1900 

Mettlach products were greatly influenced by 

the art nouveau movement.  The Four Sea-

sons plaques are a beautiful example of 

Mettlach ceramic art at this time. 

 Rich Cress 

was born and raised 

in Chicago, and be-

came a member of 

the Meister Steiners 

and SCI when he was 

23 or 24 years old in 

1972 or 1973. His 

first collection was 

regimental steins, and he then moved into 

one-liter Mettlach steins. He became a life 

member of Die Golden Gate Zecher in the 

early 1990's when he bought a second home 

in Calistoga, California.  In 1984 when Rich 

moved to Minnesota and into a much larger 

house, he began collecting in earnest. With 

so many walls to decorate, Mettlach plaques 

seemed like the obvious answer.  Rich says 

that plaques were originally purchased as 

decorations in the home, office, or restaurant, 

and that this is how he uses them today. 

 A former editor/publisher of SCIôs 

Prosit magazine, Rich started his publishing 

company in 1986, and currently produces 

seven business-to-business magazines with 

the help of about 25 employees.  Today, in 

addition to Mettlach, 

Rich collects Schier-

holz character steins, 

Royal Vienna, and 

glass steins. He also 

has put together a 

decent collection of 

wine stems, wood 

carvings, figural nap-

kin rings, and a few 

other things.  Like many families, the Cress 

household has not one, but two collectors.  

Maggie Cress collects scent bottles (only non

-commercial bottles and without sprayers), 

Vienna bronzes, and paintings. 

 This is a presentation that I am sure 

you will not want to miss, held in the delight-

ful and welcoming home of Steve and Nancy 

Morris.  I hope to see

SFO Stein Exhibit by DGGZ in 2011

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During our Zecher Board meetings we have discussed ideas 

for membership generation and "getting the word out".  Les 

Paul proposed the idea to set up a display at San Francisco 

International Airport.  Since this venue has great public ex-

posure with a high level of foot traffic, we chose this as a 

project to pursue.  Les Paul and I met with the SFO Museum 

management team and I am happy to report that they are 

fully behind this project and we are now confirmed for a 

2011 exhibit. 

 Located in the International 

Terminal, the exhibit/show area has the 

potential to be seen by 15,000 people 

per day, and since it is located in the 

pre-security checkpoint area anyone 

may visit it at anytime.  SFO is the 

only airport museum certified by the 

American Association of Museums, 

and their design staff has created some 

terrific exhibits.  Plans are to have 20 

display cases with 12 steins each in 

different categories designed to educate 

the public, generate interest and possi-

bly attract new members.  The exhibit 

will run from December, 2011 through June, 2012. 

 It is possible to ask Les Paul and Ron Fox to pro-

vide all the steins for this display since they have large col-

lections, but since this is a Zecher project we are encourag-

ing our members to get involved.  Would you be willing to 

loan one or several steins for this display?  If many of us take 

part it will truly be a Zecher project!  Chuck Schoppe and I 

both have loan forms that must be filled out if you would be 

willing to participate.  Questions include the value and gen-

eral information on each stein, as all steins loaned are to be 

fully insured by SFO.  We must have forms completed be-

fore April, 2011 so that design of the exhibit displays can 

proceed. 

 Steins for the exhibit must be provided to the SFO 

staff by the beginning of October, 2011, therefore we are 

asking that anyone bringing steins for the display to consider 

bringing them to the February or April Zecher meetings.  Les 

and I will transport them safely and securely to SFO, then at 

the end of the exhibit we will ensure that they get safely re-

turned to their owners. 

 Details on each display will be forthcoming, once 

we have loan commitments.  Categories for which we are in 

need of steins are: 1) Antique Brewery; 2) Glass; 3) Mettlach 

Etched; 4) Mettlach Relief; 5) Modern; 6) Other Materials 

(wood, pewter, porcelain including Occupational, etc.); 7) 

Pottery & Stoneware (cobalt, salt-glazed, relief, transfers, 

non-Mettlach etched, HR's, etc.); 8) Regimentals; 9) Repro-

ductions (regimental, character, early, Mettlach, etc.) 

 Please contact me regarding your potential loan of 

any steins for this ex-

hibit to ensure that we 

donôt duplicate, or to 

help you in filling out 

the loan forms.  This 

will be a once-in-a-

lifetime opportunity to 

share our hobby in a 

great venue.  Letôs all 

support this great

California Dreaming

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 Mr. Schierholz, Steve Morris, had made 

the decision several years ago to try and assemble 

the best collection of Schierholz character steins. 

When he recently bought this Blackman stein, he 

came much closer to achieving that lofty goal. In 

my opinion, this is one of the best looking steins 

this firm produced.  

Because the ñPhotos from the Roadò series has 

been so popular in Prosit, I thought it would be 

interesting to do a similar series for our newsletter, 

called ñCalifornia Dreaming.ò This new series will 

feature the most interesting steins from the collec-

tions found on the west coast. This first segment 

will cover steins found in the collections of fellow 

Zecher members. If I have never visited your home 

to take photographs of your steins, I hope you will 

extend an invitation to me to do so.   

 Since the concept for the Road series origi-

nated from Steve Elliott, it seems fitting to begin 

this new series with a piece from his collection. 

Steve and I talk steins several times a week, and 

this first stein is one we both had an eye on from 

EBay. It is an Annaberg stoneware stein from the 

late 17th century. It is almost as wide as it is tall 

and is decorated in brown and black glaze.  With-

out the usual multi-colored enamel decoration, it is 

more of a challenge to identify it to the Annaberg 

factory.  Personally, I think it would look better on 

my shelf, but still an excellent addition for Steve.

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 Know Thy Drink!  

    A Glossary of Beer 

Altbier: A traditional style of beer brewed mainly in Dusseldorf.  The German word alt means old and refers to the traditional 

method of top fermentation.  Alt beers are dark, copper colored, brewed from dark malts, and are well hopped. 

Belgian Ales: The Belgians brew many kinds of ale, some of which are close cousins to British ales, others of which can prop-

erly be described as, in the best sense of the word, eccentric.  Belgian brewers are individualists, and they produce some of the 

world's great beers.  Belgian ales are seldom understated.  Quite a number are as strong as barley wines, and they demand great 

feats of balance on the part of their brew masters.  Trappist Ales are strong, vinous ales produced in Cistercian abbeys in Bel-

gium and the Netherlands.  A number of Belgian commercial brewers imitate the style initiated by these abbeys. 

Berliner Weisse: Berlin's "white" beer is brewed from a mash that is three-quarters barley, one-quarter wheat.  The use of 

wheat as an adjunct produces an astringent, refreshing palate characteristic of all wheat beers.  Berliners add a little raspberry 

syrup or essence of woodruff to the brew, to take the edge off its sharpness. 

Bock: The word ñbockò is the shortened form of Ziegenbock, or "billy goat" and it is used to designate a strong bottom-

fermented beer that was first brewed in Saxony but is now chiefly associated with Bavaria, although bock beers are brewed in 

other countries, too.  The majority of these are dark, though many German brewers have light versions as well.  All tend to 

have a pronounced malty character. 

Dark Bock:  A bock beer brewed with dark-roasted malt. 

Doppelbock: A stronger bock beer (up to 12% alcohol), though not necessarily double the strength. The original of the style 

was brewed by the Italian monks of the order of St. Francis of Paula, in Bavaria. 

Dunkelweizen: A dark wheat beer.  

Hefeweizen: An unfiltered wheat beer. 

Helles: Similar in style to pilsner, but maltier and less vigorously hopped.  Helles is the everyday pale beer of Bavaria. 

Marzenbier:  In Germany, before the advent of refrigeration, beer was brewed in winter and the last batch, brewed in March, 

was made especially strong to survive the many months of maturation before it was consumed at the end of summer. 

Oktoberfest (or Fest): A bottom-fermented Vienna or marzen-style beer, originally brewed for Germany's Oktoberfest cele-

bration. It is copper-colored, malty, and sweet. 

Pilsner (or Pils): A general name for pale, golden-hued, highly hopped, bottom-fermented beers. The original was first brewed 

in the Bohemian town of Pilsen in1842.  

Weissbier: In Germany, a generic name for wheat beers. Weisse  means white, and such beers are usually very pale and 

cloudy, with a white foam.  

Weizenbier: Weizenbier is the wheat beer of southern Germany, a quite different brew from Berliner Weisse, being made from 

a higher original gravity (pre-fermentation) and with a larger proportion of wheat in the mash. Compared with Berliner Weisse, 

the result is fuller bodied and more potent, yet this is still a very refreshing drink. Often served with a dash of lemon juice.  

Weizenbock: In Germany, a wheat beer of bock strength.  

Wheat Bier: Any beer containing a high proportion of malted wheat. All wheat biers are top-fermented and many are bottle 

conditioned. 

Why is beer foam white?  Itôs not an age-old brewerôs secret, but simple science.  Carbonation is a key factor. Carbonation 

can occur naturally through fermentation or it can be added to beer. When beer is in a keg its carbonation is stable throughout. 

When the sealed container is opened, the carbonation, which is created by dissolved carbon dioxide gas, loses equilibrium. The 

average amount of carbon dioxide gas in the atmosphere is 0.2 percent, while the average carbonation in beer is 98 percent. To 

re-establish equilibrium between the air and the beer, the carbonation must leave the beer. This process produces the signature 

foam found on the surface of freshly poured or drawn beers. 

Frothy white foam is the key to the taste and look of good beer. The foamôs color is the product of reflected light and the color 

of the beer. The bubbles that make up foam are so numerous and small that they reflect and scatter light rather than absorb it. 

Even though an individual foam bubble is transparent, this reflecting and scattering of light gives the foam a white appearance. 

Approximately 20 percent of the foam layer is made up of beer trapped between individual bubbles. This trapped beer, if light 

in color, will not affect the appearance of white foam. However, if the trapped beer is a dark beer, then the foam will take on a 

cream to tan coloration.

house.  It has a 

bold relief copper 

inlay of a father 

fox instructing 

his son.

This large Hafnerware 

stein is a Historismus 

piece, (1870-1890) mod-

eled after the 16th cen-

tury originals.  It is dif-

ferent from other steins 

and has very distinctive 

coloring. 

 Gene Carvalho has a wonderful collection of 

Regimental steins. The stein that really stands out 

for me in his collection is not in that category, but 

rather is made of glass. It is a double overlay of 

blue over white over clear, and is Bohemian made 

from the mid-19th century. Besides the nicely fac-
