Even
though close to 70,000 seats await you in solid wood
frame megaents it is sometimes difficult to find a
place. Fourteen local breweries are the hosts and con-
tractors of the beer halls. The Oktoberfest beer is a
stronger ("bock") beer brewed specially for the occa-
sion. Most impressive is the strength and stamina of the
people that serve the thirsty and hungry crowds. Wait-
resses that could easily knock out any female bady
builder have to fight off sometimes ovanxious cus-
tomers and push their way through howling and sway-
ing crowds, fully loaded with at least 5 Mal3 in each
hand. These often wetindowed ladies will not hesitate

t pounds of foaming brew through the long and treacher-
ous aisles. Good advice: be kind and tip generously!

In the first few decades the choice of amusements was
sparse. The first carousel and two swings were set up
in 1818. Visitors were able to quench their thirst at
small beer stands which grew rapidly in number. In
1896 the beer stands were replaced by the first beer
tents set up by enterprising landlords with the backing
of the breweries.

The remainder of the festival site was taken up by a
fun-fair. The range of carousels and thriles was
already increasing rapidly in the 1870s as the fair-
ground trade continued to grow and develop.

Although 2010 marks the 200th anniversary of the Ok-
toberfest, this big party has been cancelled 24 times.
From 1914 to 1918, it was cancelled during World
